
Buffer and Abutters list in GIS Viewer 
NOTE: There are two ways that you can buffer By Shape tab or By Spatial tab. 

 

1) Buffer “By Shape” 

In the “By Shape” tab select Parcel ID Search By Parcel.

 

For the “Select features by” use the 
Point for a single parcel and for 
buffering around multiple parcels use 
other feature to select (ex. Line or 
Polygon). 

 

Click the box next to the Buffer Graphic 
and type in whatever size buffer you 
want around your property. 

 

You will see this message next to your 

mouse arrow . Now 
click on the parcel you want to select 



and run the buffer around. 

Example of what your screen will look like. 

 

To select ALL the addresses in the parcel (Example: apartments, 2 families, etc.) scroll down to, step 3. If 
you just want the overall parcel address Export your results now, and to do that scroll down to step 4 
Exporting Results. 

 

2) Buffer “By Spatial” 
In the “By Shape” tab select Parcel ID 
Search By Parcel. 

 

 

 



 

“Select features by” use the Point for a single parcel. For multiple parcels use other feature to select (ex. 
Line or Polygon). 

 

 

Select the parcel that you want to do your buffer around. The parcel should be highlighted in red, 
example below. 

 



 

Go to the “By Spatial” tab. Type in whatever size buffer you want then click on the Apply Buffer button, 
Red arrow below.

Under the “By Spatial” tab select Parcel ID Search By Parcel for the “Search features of”. 

 

Then click on the “intersected by” button, highlighted in yellow. 

 

 

 

 

 



 

Choose window will be on your screen select Buffer.

3) Selecting all Addresses 

Go back to the “By Spatial” tab and change the “Search feature of:” to Address now.   

Then click on the “intersected by” button again.

4) Exporting Results 

To export the data click on the 3 dotes ( … ) shown in yellow in the picture below.
